Within 1 year following the approval of the Preliminary Planned Unit Development Plan, the applicant shall file with the
Zoning Administrator a Final Plan containing, in final form, all information required in Section 11(1) above. if the planned
unit development is to be developed in phases, the applicant need only file a Final Plan for the phase being developed.
Every Final Plan shall, in addition, contain the information and documentation listed in Section 5.6 D (1) of the Zoning
Code.

REVOCATION OF PLANNED UNIT DEVEOPMENT PERMIT

A planned unit development permit shall expire if construction work has not begun within 18 months from the date of
authorization by the Village Board (or such longer time period as is contained in the ordinance approving the planned
unit development). The applicant can request an extension of the time to begin construction so long as the applicant
files such a request prior to the expiration of the initial construction commencement deadline. If an applicant files a
timely extension request, the Village Board may authorize a single extension of not more than 12 months without a
public notice and public hearing.

CONDITIONS AND GUARANTEES
The Planning and Zoning Commission may recommend, and the Village Board may impose, such conditions and
restrictions upon the establishment, location, construction, maintenance and operation of the planned unit
development as deemed necessary to guarantee performance of all condition. Failure to maintain such conditions and
restrictions shall constitute grounds for revocation of the planned unit development permit. The conditions or
restrictions imposed in connection with the planned unit development shall be set forth in the ordinance approving the
planned unit development.
SIGN REQUIREMENTS FOR ALL PUBLIC HEARINGS
Under Section 3.3C of the Zoning Code, a sign provided by the Village of La Grange Park must be posted in front of the
property at least 15 days, but not more than 30 days prior to the scheduled hearing. The Applicant must maintain the
sign during the required time period.
APPLICATION FEE
An application fee of $500.00, payable to the Village of La Grange Park, must accompany this Application.
REIMBURSEMENT OF FEES REQUIRED DEPOSIT AMOUNT

A deposit in the amount of $5,000.00, payable to the Village of La Grange Park, must accompany this Application and the
executed Reimbursement of Fees Agreement.
